I hope you and your families are well and staying safe at this time. Please find enclosed this week’s work packs for Year 9 and 10. 
I am writing with an update in relation to the current closure status of EBN 1 (Yardley) and EBN 2 (Castle Vale). As you will probably be aware, the government recently announced that secondary schools will be beginning to welcome back Year 10 students for some face-to face contact with teachers from 15th June. While there is the potential for this date to change subject to further guidance from the government, we are planning to re-open both Academies to small groups of Year 10 students from this date
Year 10 Face to Face Provision
During the week before half term we spoke to Year 10 parents to find out if they were planning to send their children to school when we re-open so we have a good idea of potential numbers however we will be in contact again over the next two weeks to re-assess the situation. Once we have a final confirmed number, we will be in a position to confirm what the provision exactly looks like, however this is likely in the first instance take the format of a short period of time onsite at an allocated time of the week. This will include meeting with key teaching and pastoral staff to discuss academic work, receive feedback and guidance on completed work and to raise any other relevant issues. Initially, time onsite will be very limited to help us ensure the health, safety and well-being of staff and students. Given the need to ensure the health and safety of all students and staff, we will need to take the line that only students whose parents have confirmed they will be attending will be allowed onsite. We will continue to review this situation with parents on a weekly basis and understand that your decision around your child’s attendance may change based on national, local and personal circumstances. The opening status of the Academies and the face to face provision students will receive while onsite will be reviewed regularly based on student numbers and further guidance from the DfE and local authority.  In addition to any onsite provision for Year 10, work packs will continue to be provided on a weekly basis and, in the coming weeks, we are hoping to provide some interactive lesson delivery that students can access from home.
Year 9 and Year 11 Provision
In relation to Year 9 students, until further guidance is given about their return to school, we will continue to be provide work and make well-being calls on a weekly basis. In addition to this we are hoping to provide some interactive lesson delivery that Year 9 students can access from home. Year 11 students will continue to receive well-being calls and be provided with careers advice/guidance and support around their post-16 plans and applications. There may be opportunity for this to take place face-to-face but if this is not possible, we will ensure it is complete over the telephone.

I am sure many of you will have concerns and questions - this is only natural. We are working on this as quickly as we can to put the best possible plans in place and will provide you with further updates as soon as possible. In the meantime, if you have any questions please get in contact.
