School Uniform Reminder

We kindly ask for your support in ensuring that your child arrives at school wearing the correct
Academy uniform each day. If a pupil arrives in incorrect uniform, they will be asked to return home to
change and return to school.

If you need to purchase additional uniform items, including polo shirts or jumpers, these are available
directly from the Academy. Currently, polo shirts cost £12 and jumpers cost £15. Any changes to these
prices during the year will be shared with parents and carers in advance.

Bus Passes:

Please note that if the bus pass is lost it will be the responsibility of the parent/carer to pay for the bus
pass to be replaced. The cost of a replacement bus pass is £7.00. Any changes to these costs across
the year will be communicated to you. If a bus pass is lost it is the responsibility of the parent/guardian
to make arrangements for their child’s travel to and from school until the new bus pass arrives.

Vaping

Since last term, we are pleased to share that there has been a decline in the number of pupils
bringing vapes into school. We would like to thank our parents and carers for your support in
addressing this issue and for working closely with us to reinforce our expectations.

While this improvement is encouraging, vaping and being in possession of a vape remains strictly
prohibited at EBN 2 Academy due to the health risks involved. Any pupil found with a vape, or seen
vaping on school premises or in the immediate vicinity of the school (including nearby bus stops), will
have the item confiscated and receive a one-day suspension, in line with our school policy.

Your continued support is very much appreciated and remains vital in helping our pupils make
positive, healthy choices. We kindly encourage you to continue having open conversations with your
child(ren) about the risks of vaping.
